Maths- Fractions Focus
· Find a fraction of a set of objects- see link activity. You could also find some objects in your house and find ½, ¼ or 1/3 of the set. Which numbers can you find 1/3 of? Which numbers can you not find 1/3 of? Can you explain why? 
· Fish tank fractions- see link activity. What fractions can you find in the fish tank? 
· Would you rather have...? Fractions of quantities- which fraction is the most? 
· Finding ½, ¼ and 1/3 of numbers- see link activity.
· Real life fractions... How many people are in your home? Can you share some things equally between them? Perhaps try sharing 60p between the people in your house- how much would they each get?
· Spend 20 minutes on IXL maths each day. Choose from these chapters:
M.1, M.2, M.3,M.4, M.5, M.6, M.7, M.8, M.9

English
· Reading comprehension- see link activity
· Read and Respond to your own reading book- have a go at the 'Comic Creator' activity- see link
· Spend 20 minutes on IXL English each day. Choose from these chapters:
H.3, H.7, I.1, I.2, P.1, P.2
· 'Space' literacy project
Part 1: Space facts hunt- see link activity
Part 2: Write a space story. Use the story mountain to plan an adventure with a beginning, build up, problem, resolution and ending. Then write your story. Aim for 1-2 pages of story and remember to use conjunctions, expanded noun phrases and interesting vocabulary. You can send your story to The Year 2 email.
