You may notice that the shelves .are
labelled - this is hecause the hooks are
sorted into groups mithin the Bible, and
these groups are split between the Old
Testament and New Testament.
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The Old Testament

The .old testament is the fust part of the Bible, mwhich starts with the
Earth being created, covers Noah and the flood .and the story of
Moses, .and ends with the Jews heing hanished by the Pharoah after
God sent the plagues to free them.

The New Testament

The New Testament is the second part of the Bible, and focuses mostly
on the teachings of Jesus. [t includes his hirth, his death and his
resurreeckion, along mith everything that happens after that.

Christians see hoth .of these parts together .as one sacred document,
while Jewish people only helieve what is mritten in the Old Testament.
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As well os locking at the Bible through a telescope, we also need to
look at it through .a microscope, very close up, to understand it
